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Captain Sam’s Spit

Kiawah Island is a drumstick-shaped barrier island. The
narrow end of the drumstick became the source of con-
froversy on August 13 with the Charleston Post & Courier's
lead story stating Kiawah Development Partners/Kiawah
Resort Associates (KDP/KRA) had asked SC Representa-
five Henry Brown (whose district includes Kiawah Island)
fo infroduce legislation (H.R.6389) which, if passed, would
allow for the 50 homes planned on Captain Sam’s Inlet to
be eligible for federally-funded flood insurance.

The legislation, introduced June 26, requests “To modi-
fy Captain Sam’s Inlet Unit M08 of the John H. Chafee
Coastal Barrier Resources System in Charleston County,
South Carolina, and to revise the System map relating to
the unit. ** It describes the Inlet “In general.—Captain

Sam'’s Inlet Unit M08 includes the area along Captain
Sam'’s Inlet at Kiawah Island’'s western end. It was cre-
ated in 1982 and expanded in 1990. The Unit currently
includes the western end of Kiawah Island, neighboring
fast land to the north and associated aguatic habitat.
Current acreage of the Unit is approximately 1,182 acres,
including roughly 200 acres of fast land and 9282 acres of
associated aquatic habitat.” (www.thomas.loc.gov and

KDP is also seeking permits to build a revetment on the Ki-
awah River, close fo the current parking area for Beach-
walker County Park. Part of the request also includes an
exchange of areas with the Park which would give more
high ground acreage to KDP.
